To complete the programme, students must obtain credits for Compulsory
Core Modules, Specialization Major Modules and Compulsory Modules,
Elective Modules (University reserves the right to adjust elective modules with
insufficient enrollment), Dissertation and the requirements of the curriculum
within the designated study period. The minimum required credits for the
programme are at least 41 credits. The specific distribution is listed as follows:
two Compulsory Core Modules (6 credits) in Table 1, four Modules in
Specialization Area (12 credits) in Table 2 (Choose all two modules in one
area as the Major, choose one module respectively from each of the other two
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Specialization Areas), choose four Elective Modules out of 13 elective
modules (12 credits) in Table 3, at least six seminars’ attendance (1 credit) in
Table 4, and dissertation (10 credits) in Table 5.

Elective Modules will be offered based on actual enrollment and circumstances.
If the enrollment for module is insufficient, that module will not be available.

Students are encouraged to publish at least one piece of article (The specific
guidelines for submitting articles to journals will be noticed by the Academic
Committee of the college.) but it is not a compulsory requirement.

Students may be awarded a Master’s degree following the application
procedure for the Master’s degree of the City University of Macau, after
achieving the total credits of 41 points by completing the required compulsory
and elective modules and dissertation with an oral defense, and there is no
violation of the relevant regulations of the university.
